I am pleased to announce that on Sunday, March 1st , we will perform an all-town band concert 
in the Marshfield High School Gym.  The concert will begin at 2:30 p.m. The purpose of this 
concert is to showcase all of the performing bands in the Marshfield Music Department.  Each band 
will have an opportunity to play one piece.  It is a lot of fun to hear how the students progress 
musically as they get older.  At the end of the concert we will conclude with one combined song 
consisting of more than 600 students! This is a unique opportunity for band students, grades 4-12, 
and their families to share in an afternoon of music making. 
In the past this has been a very memorable afternoon for the band students, giving younger students 
an opportunity to see what lies ahead of them in the Marshfield Music Department. 
 
Below, we have listed the important information to keep in mind on the day of the concert. 
 
Elementary and Middle School Students 
1.  Dress 
Boys - Black Dress pants, white dress shirt, tie (any color) 
Girls - Black Dress pants or skirt/dress, blouse or sweater (any color) NO jeans, mini skirts or high-heeled 

shoes 
 
2. Please bring a folding stand, with your name on it, to the concert 
 
3. Make sure that your instrument is in good working order (good reeds, valve oil etc.) 
 
4. Elementary students- we will have a rehearsal from 1:15-1:45 to work on your band piece and We Will 

Rock You (this is our only opportunity to rehearse as a combined group of nearly 300 members!)  
Students should report to the High School at 1:00 (please be prompt-there are a lot of students to 
seat in a short amount of time). 

 
5. Middle School Students will have a rehearsal at 2:00 to work on the combined piece (We Will Rock 

You).  Students should report at 1:30-Be Prompt!

1. Dress- Concert Dress
