Freshman girls
who have already purchased a new tuxedo shirt which they will now
no longer need may bring in their shirts and $6.00 in lieu of the
$25.00 user fee. These brand new shirts, will be offered for sale next
fall to incoming freshman boys.

We ask that girls bring in their $25 fee this week. It may be put in the
envelope outside Mr. Thomas’ office in the band room. This fee must
be paid before the student can receive her dress. Payment may be
made by check payable to “Marshfield Friends of Music” or by student
music account withdrawal.
